Railroad Day on the Hill

The 2010 Railroad Day on the Hill was held on February 25 and it was a huge success! REMSA President
Ron Olds and many rail suppliers and contractors joined the over 600 railroad industry representatives
that trooped up to Capitol Hill to deliver our industry’s message to the United States Congress. Said Ron
Olds, “This is a demanding but extraordinarily worthwhile day where Congress hears railroaders,
suppliers, shippers and community leaders speak with one voice about the important contribution the
railroad industry makes to the nation’s economy.”

Organized in groups ranging from 5 to over 20, Railroad Day participants attended 300 individual
Congressional meetings. The primary message was the need to insure that federal transportation
policies help maximize the ability of railroads to adequately invest in their properties. Individual talking
points revolved around the need for balanced regulation, investment tax credits, a sensible PTC
mandate and support for a strong passenger rail system. Railroad Day concludes with a banquet
attended by Congressional staff and many of the leaders of the federal agencies responsible for railroad
issues.

Organizers of the event have not yet selected next year’s date, but believe it will be held in the first
week of March.
